6. On a half-sheet of unlined paper, draw an important event or fact
from the book. Label it so that we know what it represents. Glue
the drawing on the inside of the folder at the top of the right side.
7.0n a half-sheet of lined paper, write your opinion of the book. Be
sure to tell why you did or didn’t like the book. Glue it on the inside
of the folder at the bottom of the right side.

8. Draw and label the important characters on the back of the folder.

9. Be prepared to show and share your folder on the due date.
