After reading the book, students will need to complete 
the project outlined below.  On the first day of school, a copy of the book and 
the completed file folder project are to be brought to class.  This book will be 
the basis of the reading program during the first week of school. 

 
Folder Book Report:    
 
You will need:  
A file folder   
Lined notebook paper  
Crayons/Colored Pencils – No markers!  
Scissors and Glue  
 
Directions:  

1.  ​Read ​The Indian in the Cupboard​ by yourself. 

2. Get a file folder. 

3. Decorate the front cover of the folder with the book title, 

author, your name, and a colorful picture about the book.  

4. Write a summary of the book on lined paper (use pencil please).  Glue it on 

the inside left of the folder.  

5. On a half-sheet of lined paper, name the important characters of the book 

and give a brief description of each.  Describe them physically (how they 

look) and their personality (how they act).  Glue it on the inside of the folder 

at the top of the right side.   

6. On a half-sheet of lined paper, write your opinion of the book. Be sure to tell 

why you did or didn’t like the book. Glue it on the inside of the folder at the 

bottom of the right side.  

7. Be prepared to show and share your folder on the due date.
